3. Checks should be made payable to Southern Seminary with “SWI Seminar 
Saturday” on the memo.  If you do not turn the form and payment in during 
class, you may mail both to  SWI, Box 244, 2825 Lexington Road, 
Louisville, KY 40280 or place them under the door of the SWI 
office in Norton 121. Please do not send cash.  
(Note:  This method of payment is an exception due to the nature of the 
conference, food costs, etc.  For all other SWI classes, please continue to 
send payment directly to Accounting Services.) 

 
4. You are welcome to attend without seeking credit.  The cost will be the 

same whether you are able to stay all day or attend just one seminar.   
 

5. You may invite neighbors, church members, etc. to attend with you, 
however, all attendees must complete and return the attached form.  Do 
not register on E-campus unless you are taking the course for credit.
